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L earning Links Grants

The New School has received two Learning Links
Grantsfromthe Greater Cincinnati Foundationtofund special
projects for the 2002-2003 school year. North Room Head
Teacher Beth Tracy K aliski wasawarded $500for“  Children
of the Earth,” an addition to the geography curriculum. South
Room Teacher Shawn Dougherty s $400 grant will fund
“ The Children’s Peace Quilt,” a creative writing and art
project.

Beth'sgoal for the geography curriculumisto addto
existing materials, further enriching the children’s exposure
to the people, the animals and the landforms of the world’s
continents. Toward that end, some of the money will be used
for a speaker who will teach the kindergartners dances from
the European countries they are studying this year. New
materials related to the animals found on each continent will
be added along with landform structures, which the children
can fill with water and use for hands-on experience with the
world's diverse physical geography.

Shawn sees the peace quilt (the third project of its
type, which she has done at TNS) asameans for children to
express themes of peace education, community and steward-
ship through writing and mixed-media artwork. Asin past
quilt projects, childrenwill beinvitedto createtheir individual
additions to the class quilt, first on paper and then in fabric.
Shawnwill work with Preprimary Teacher Alison Boynton to
facilitate the artwork and to compile an album of the stories
dictated by the children about their quilt contributions. She
summarizesthe project thisway: “ Our quilts carry messages
of hope and relationship to the earth and its creatures. Chil-
dren learn a multitude of skills in the process, infuse the
classroom with happy focused energy and remember the
experience fondly long after the quilt is completed.”

TNS community appreciates the support offered by
the Greater Cincinnati Foundation through Learning Links
which has funded past projects like Arts Week, additions to
thekindergarten science program, KIWI (the school'santhol -
ogy of original writing and artwork) and the Preprimary Wild
Bird Habitat.
